Subjegt: GUIDELINES ON CONSTRUCTION OF WATER COURSES UNDER MGNREGA

Sir/ Madam,
Para 1B (iv) of Schedule 1 of MGNREGA, inter eha provides for prcwlsren of irrigation

facility to lands owned by households belonging -to -the SC/ ST/ BPL/ beneficiaries of land .
reforms, IAY of Govt. of India/ small and marginal farmers or beneflmar:es of Forest nghts Act,

2005 (referred to as eligible farmers in this circular).
Ministry has received representations for States to allow the construction of water

courses from canal outlet up to the fields of eligible farmers even if the water courses pass along
through the fields of non-eligible categorics of farmers located along the alignment of water
course. With a view to ensuring optimum utilization of scare water resources, following
guidelines on construction of water courses under MGNREGA are issued:

1, CONSTRUCTION OF WATER COURSES IN CONVERGENCE WITH ONGOING SCHEMES IN THE

AREA (CAD&WM.-OF MoWR & RKVY OF MoA etc):
1.1 The project for constructing water courses on area approach should be prepared covering .

all the farmers whose fields fall along the alignment of water courses with convergence of
Mahatma Gandhi- NREGS and other ongoing schemes in the area like Command Area
Development and Watershed Management Programme (CADWM) of Ministry of Water
Resources and Rashtriya Krishi Vikas Yojana (RKVY) of Ministry of Agriculture etc.

1.2 The cost of constructing length of water courses passing through the fields of farmers
eligible to be covered under MGNREGA should be booked under MGNREGA and the length of

water courses passing through the fields of other farmers lcan be Eeeked under other ongoing
schemes in the area like, CADWM or RI(VY etc. | |

- , -

1.3 The length of water courses proposed under MGNREGS and other schemes should be
incorporated in the estimate/ work/ project, separately along with a statement showing
different lengths of water courses proposed under different schemes. it may also be ensured
that there is no duplication. It may be reiterated here that all non-negotiable of MGNREGA &
other guidelines will be applicable to the part being undertaken under MGNREGA.

NON-NEGOTIABLES IN WORK EXECUTION: -
a) Only Job Card holders will be employed for the unskilled part of work. It is necessﬂry that
the beneficiary also works on his water course. If the beneficiary does not hold a job card,

_ he/she»sheuld apply fer one.




b) Muster Rolls will be maintained on the worksite, with copies in the Gram Panchayat. All
| data will also be in public domain-and will be entered on www.nrega.nic.in
¢) Wage payments will be done only through banks/ post office accounts unless exempted by

MoRD.
d} No contractor and machine will be deployed for construction of water courses.

e) Record of employment generated will be maintained separately. -
f) The individual household beneficiary shall be a household eligible under MGNREGA for
work on private land/homestead. | |
g) The GPs will, following approval of the Gram Sabhas, finalize the list of individual
beneficiaries and will also include this as part of approved shelf of projects under
MGNREGA. .
h} The entire water courses in the command of a sub-minor will be treated as a MGNREGA
project for the purposes of
(i) giving a unique work ID
(ii) entry in Works & Asset register
(iii) Social Audit by Gram Sabha
(iv) evaluation by Vigilance and Monitoring Committee.
iy Each GP will maintain a complete list of all water courses in the command of a sub-minor
whether completed by as works in MGNREGA or otherwise. In the asset register, the
breakup of the assistance utilized from CADWM or RKVY etc. and the expenditure from

MGNREGA should be shown separately.

2. CONSTRUCTION OF WATER COURSES UNDER MGNREGA, IN AREAS WHERE OTHER SCHEMES
FOR CONSTRUCTION OF WATER COURSES ARE NOT AVAILABLE:

/2.1 In areas where other schemes for construction of water courses are not available, the
| portion of “the channel -from canal outiet up to the fields of eligibie ‘beneficiaries- under
MGNREGA alone may be constructed even if the water courses pass along the fields of non-

eligible categories of farmers located on the alignment of water course.

3. It needs to be re-iterated have that under MGNREGA, selection of works and their
prioritization is required to be done by the Gram Sabha. Therefore, all projects works proposed
to be taken up under either of the categories listed above, should have the approval of Gram_
Sabha for which all required details must be placed before the Gram Sabha by concerned

departmental officials.
