kSnbject: Payment of compensation for delays in wages
Sir/Madam,

In accordance with the provisions of Para 29 of Schedule II of MGNREGA,
ed guidelines have been issued on calculation, approval and payment of
"Tompensation for the delayed wages. In the recently concluded PRC, the matter was
discussed at length and it was found that the except for Maharashtra and Chhattisgarh,
in no State, the Programme Officers have been examining the delayed cases, which
reflects poorly on the monitoring of the scheme in many States. During the PRC it has
been decided to show ‘zero tolerance’ for delays in wage payments; and that States
should identify areas where delays have been occurring and tighten the system without
any further ioss of time.

2. In accordance with the above decision, all States are requested to organize a
drive from 15" July to 31 Aug 2014 to clear all the backlog cases of delay
recorded in the NREGASoft, duly orienting/guiding the Programme Officers in the
matter.

3. It is proposed that with effect from 1% September 2014, the NREGASoft will
not allow the signing of any FTO by the second signatories if there are more

' than 15 days’ old cases of delay for deciding (i.e. either approval or rejection
for reasons to be recorded) as reflected in the database. In all such cases, the
PO should go to the pending delayed cases and decide on the causes of delay; amd
then only will the system allow generation of the fresh FTOs.

4. Further, the system has been configured in such a way that data entry for the
new musters would continue to take place without any hindrance. This is to ensure that
generation of new FTOs would not get delayed in future cases.

5. You are requested to inform the above provisions to all the POs and FTO
generation authorities immediately; and train them if necessary in the matter.
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
